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So what has the Chorley Partnership got planned for 
2007/08? 
£80,000 has been invested from Chorley Council, with a 
further £140,000 being matched from other public and 
private sector organisations, for brand new projects to 
speed up the delivery of our Community Strategy goals.

This includes:

• Funding the expansion of community volunteering
 opportunities in Chorley so that as many people as
 possible can get involved in local community and voluntary
 organisations. Not only does volunteering help groups with
 little cash undertake important work but it keeps volunteers
 active and healthy and can help them secure a paid job in
 the future. 

• Promoting Chorley as a great place to invest to private
 sector businesses and other employers. We have so
 much to offer to new businesses wanting to locate in
 Chorley. The success of the Buckshaw Village
 development, home to the Regional Strategic Site,
 proves this. This will bring much-needed quality
 employment opportunities into the Borough.

• Improving safety and reducing crime in the Borough
 through better collaborative working with the police, the
 council and local residents. We will develop a system
 to make sure we share information about local incidents
 and can then target council and police resources into local
 neighbourhoods to detect and prevent future incidents.

• Preventing unwanted teenage pregnancies in Chorley
 where there is an increasing number of teenage mums
 each year. Teenage pregnancy can limit the opportunities
 of our young people. We will further strengthen
 partnerships with health agencies including Central
 Lancashire Primary Care Trust and local schools to reduce
 the number of young girls who get pregnant. 

• Cleaning up Chorley’s environment by working in untidy
 neighbourhoods with local community groups to improve
 the way the area looks and, more importantly, to make sure
 it stays clean and tidy in the future.
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
